At 8:00am we will carpool to the Stop River Bridge on Noon Hill Rd, along with any canoes that have 
not already been pre-transported there. 

 
RETURN: The railroad tracks at the entrance to the Medfield Wastewater Treatment Plant, at the end of 
Bridge Street on the Medfield/Millis line - Sunday, April 6, approx 11:00am 
 
COST: $15.00 per scout / parent   (Parents are welcome to join the fun!) 
 
UNIFORM: Not required.  Dress for cold weather 
 
MEALS PROVIDED: Saturday lunch and dinner.  Sunday breakfast. 

     
BRING: Waterproof boots, rain gear, extra socks, gloves/mittens, sleeping bag, mess kit, canteen/Nalgeen 
(full), flashlight, extra dry clothes, tent (or use one of the troop's), Scout Spirit. 

Note: This is a wilderness campout.  (No amenities available.)  Everything needed must be carried in 
and out via canoes.
